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AMVER VESSEL RESCUES CHINESE CREW OF SUNKEN SHIP 

 
NEW YORK – The Amver participating ship Prahuh Yuvika rescued 11 crew members 
of the bulk carrier Unicorn Ace which sank in the South China Sea.  The Unicorn Ace 
was carrying lumber products from Malaysia to Taiwan when it encountered bad 
weather. 
 
The Prahuh Yuvika, an Indian flagged bulk carrier, was diverted at the request of the 
Hong Kong maritime rescue coordination center. Upon arriving on the scene they 
discovered a life raft from the sunken vessel and immediately rescued the 11 crew 
members. 
 
The Prahuh Yuvika, following instructions from rescue aircraft on scene, continued to 
carry out search and rescue operations until released by the Hong Kong rescue 
coordination center, stated the Captain in a message to the United States Coast Guard 
Amver center. 
 
The Prahuh Yuvika sailed to Manila where the Chinese survivors where they were met by 
Philippine Coast Guard authorities. 
 
The Amver system is a voluntary, worldwide ship reporting system.  Prior to sailing, 
participating ships send a sail plan to the Amver computer center.  Vessels then report 
every 48 hours until arriving at their port of call.  This data is able to project the position 
of each ship at any point during its voyage.  In an emergency, any rescue coordination 
center can request this data to determine the relative position of Amver ships near the 
distress location.  On any given day there are over 3,000 ships available to carry out 
search and rescue services.
